Defining Your Role: Stepparent, Parent, or Friend?

As a stepparent, you are a new figure in the family dynamic, and it’s up to you to define your 
role—a role that will likely evolve over time.

• Primary Parent: This role is most common when the stepparent lives with the children full-
time, particularly if the other biological parent has little to no involvement. In these cases, 
the stepparent often assumes a role similar to a biological parent, and the children may 
call them “mom” or “dad.” Relationships like this tend to develop more easily if the 
children were very young when the stepparent entered their lives. 

• Other Parent: Most stepparents fall into this category. These individuals often share 
parenting responsibilities but lack the authority or acceptance that biological parents 
typically have. Clear communication with your partner is essential, as building a 
meaningful relationship with the children often takes time. 

• Friend: A more informal role, this is often preferred by older children. Friend stepparents 
may not live with their stepchildren and are usually addressed by their first names. Their 
influence stems from the strength of their relationship rather than any formal parenting 
authority. 

Each role has its place, and it’s up to you, your partner, and the children to decide which works 
best for your unique family.

• Respect differences: Avoid competing with the other biological parent. Focus on your 
unique strengths instead of trying to outperform or outspend them. 

• Communicate effectively: Strive to establish respectful interactions with the children’s 
other parent, even if they are infrequent. This helps the children feel comfortable and 
supported by all parents. 

• Adapt to family habits: As the newest member, you may need to adjust to established 
routines and traditions.
